· The “State” of Lee County’s Babies
1. Services—Nurse supervised home visiting = 4,156 clients; prenatal medical care for the uninsured = 723 clients; MomCare (telephone maternity care advisors) = approx. 7,300 clients.
2. Pregnancy Risk Screening—97% of pregnant women agreed to complete the voluntary risk screen which was better than the state average of 89%. 24% were found to be at-risk compared to the state average of 28%.
3. Infant Risk Screening—89% of newborns were screened at the delivery hospitals which were worse than the state average of 91%. 13% of the babies screened were found to be at-risk which is the same as the state average.
4. Infant Death Rate—The rate had been decreasing three years in a row with a recent increase to 6.7 per 1,000 births in 2011. It was close to the state average of 6.4. 
5. Fetal Deaths— The rate has increased over the last three years from 4.4 to 8.5 which was worse than the state average of 7.3.  
6. Premature Births—The rate has decreased from 13.8% to 11.8% over the last three years which was better than the state average of 13.4%. 
7. Late or no Access to Prenatal Care— The rate was 4.9% which was close to the state average of 4.5%. The trend is getting better and mirrors the state trend.
8. Births to Uninsured Women—The rate was 5.4% which was better than the state average of 8.9%. 
9. Births to Teens 10-18 Years—The rate has continued to decrease sharply over the last three years from 13.4 to 9.5 per 1,000 females which was close to the state average of 9.6.
10. Repeat Births to Teens 15-19 Years— The rate has decreased sharply over the last three years from 22.4% to 14.4%  of teen births which was better than the state average of 17.4%.

Restoration of $3.2M to HS as recurring funds to protect Florida’s babies and reduce immediate and future costs.  For 2011, Healthy Start was cut $5.4M, then was partially restored $3.2M this year ($2.2 million in recurring and $1 million non-recurring).  State records show that due to funding cuts in 2011, HS provided 54,202 fewer services to pregnant women and newborns, including 1,149 pregnant women at the most intensive risk level.
